Raksha Kiritbhai Mochi (Name changed)
Raksha is living in the Mehsana District. Before getting tested for HIV, there were three HIV positive members in her family; her mother, father and brother. They were living a very happy life. Her father and mother were both taking ARV from the ART centre in Mehsana. One day Raksha’s mother had a fever and did not recover. After the death of her mother, Raksha’s father became very upset and believing that ARV cannot give long life to an HIV positive person and decided to stop ART. During this time Raksha also got some opportunistic infections. Day by day her physical condition was becoming very weak. 
One day Mr. Bharat Bhavsar (Link Worker, Jatan Project-Mehsana) come in contact with Mr. Kiritbhai (Father of Raksha). Mr. Bhavsar tried to learn the condition of Mr. Kiritbhai’s family and asked about the HIV testing of Raksha since she had become very weak. Mr. Kiritbhai answered that he does not want an HIV test for his child because if Raksha found HIV positive, she would die early. After this answer Mr. Bharatbhai explained about ARV, he gave all the details of ARV to Kiritbhai, and explained that Raksha can live a long life by ART and home base care.  
Mr. Bharatbhai also observed that Mr. Kiritbhai was worrying a lot for his children and it was impacting on his physical condition. 
Jatan Project staff visited Raksha three times, gave counseling and all the information regarding living a positive life to her father, trying to convince him to have the HIV testing and for other treatment of Raksha.
By the efforts of the Jatan Project, all the family members are now taking treatment who need it and the health of the family is improving. Now they believe that it is possible for HIV positive people to live a long life by ART and home base care. Rakha‘s father has also gave a commitment that they take treatment and ARV regularly.
