Akshish Virajbhai (Name changed):  
Akshish is living in a small village of Kutchh district. He is an orphan. His father and mother have died due to HIV. One day Akshish came in the G.K.General hospital Bhuj with his grandmother for treatment. He did not know about his HIV status. His grandmother knows only that his parents died due to AIDS. She did not know anything about HIV/AIDS. During his visit at G. K. General, Ms. Anjana Ahir (Link Worker, Jatan project-Bhuj (Kutchch) came in contact with Akshish. Ms. Anjana Ahir took all the details of Akshish, about his parents and family background. 
She found that Akshish and his grandmother did not know anything about HIV/AIDS. Even though Akshish’s parents were HIV positive, he was not tested for HIV. Akshish’s physical condition was very bad but they did not get proper information. Ms. Anjana consulted with the doctor about Akshish and gave details about his family. The doctor advise to first do HIV testing so we can give him proper treatment or refer him to the ART centre. 
Ms. Anjana Ahir took this child with her to ICTC to receive HIV testing. When the test returned positive, he was referred to the ART centre Rajkot as soon as possible to get proper treatment and start ART if needed.  Ms. Jagruti Sodha ( Referral Worker, Jatan Project, Rajkot) arranged a CD4 test from the ART centre as well as all the required medical tests for this child. 
Right now Akshish does not have any opportunistic infection. He is living healthy life and his grandmother is taking care of him very nicely. After the CD4 count doctor will decide to start ART or not. 
The Jatan project and its staff saved the life of this child by giving him proper treatment on time and give the information  to his care taker about how to taking care of this child.
