Anita (Name changed)
I came into contact with a cute child named Anita. She is living in the very small village of Modasa Taluka of Sabarkatha district where people do not have much knowledge about HIV/AIDS and her relatives are scared about HIV.  Her father and mother were living in Mumbai, working as a tailor and living very happy life. They were very carefully taking care of Anita. Her grandfather and grandfather were living in the village and they were also working as tailors. 
When Anita was one year old, her father became sick and got a fever. The fever remained for a long time. One day the doctor advised to test for HIV and he was diagnosed as HIV positive. They did the test on his wife and she was also found to be HIV positive. They did not say anything to anyone about their HIV status because of fear of stigma and discrimination. From time to time both suffered different illnesses and it impact on their livelihood.
They left Mumbai and went to their native in Modasa Taluka of Sabarkatha district. Due to a lack of knowledge and fear of stigma and discrimination they did not take any further treatment. Both Anita’s mother and father died.
Anita’s grandparents were taking care of her after the death of her parents. They were trying to fulfill the dream their son had which was to see Anita continue her studies.
Her grandparents did not know that a new hazard was coming into their lives. At the age of nine, Anita became ill and their grandparents took her to see the doctor. After receiving information about Anita’s parents, the doctor advised for an HIV test. Anita was found to be HIV positive. Her grandfather took her to see different doctor who advised Anita start ART after testing her CD4 count. 
At the time of starting of ART, Anita’s grandfather felt great stress and it effected his health. Anita’s grandfather had cancer at that time and he died within a month. 
Anita’s only remaining relative was her grandmother. Their financial condition was poor, managing from week to week, and one day they did not have money to go to the ART centre for treatment. Therefore Anita stopped taking ART. 
The situation for Anita and her grandmother was becoming worse. One day I came to know of the situation of Anita and I visited her home to know the real condition of Anita. I asked the Jeevandeep project for some financial help to restart Anita’s ARV because the Jatan Project is limited to providing travel costs for those who drop out from ART. 
After two visits to Anita and with the support of the Jeevandeep Project, Anita restarted the ART and today is living a healthy life. Now we need to solve the question of how they will live without any livelihood! 
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
