Nisha and Falgun (Names changed)
Nisha and Falgun are both are living with their mother in Rajkot.  Their father died because of HIV. Their mother is also HIV positive and she has mentally challenges. 
For a while, they lived with their uncle (paternal) but after some discrimination, they returned to their mother. Their mother struggles to care for them both. When she goes to work there is no one taking care of them and they spend the day alone at home. 
Nisha & falgun both did registration with ART during the CD4 camp organized at 1st December, 2007. After this registration they did not visit ART centre. It has passed the long time. Nisha has skin disease and her health was so weak. 
I visited the Nisha and Falgun at their home. During my two visits I could not meet their mother because she was not there. On the third visit, I explained to her that they should do CD4 counts of her both children. She agreed to the CD4 count test but she could not arrange it because of her work. Again I visited two more times but still they did not come to the ART centre. One day I went to their home and took both the sisters to ART centre and did their CD4 count and medical examinations. Nisha has 148 CD4 count and Falgun has 653 CD4 count. The doctor needs to start Nisha on ART during her next visit to the ART centre. 
Nisha and Falgun are living a difficult life because no any who can take care. Also, they live in a rented home and the landlord is giving them problems. If their mother doesn’t go to work they have no other source of income. RDNP+ (Network of People Living with HIV/AIDS –Rajkot) is giving support of 600 Rs to the sisters but they must use this to pay for rent or other daily expenses, not to improvement of their health.
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
